MINUTES:  The minutes of December 27, 2016 were approved as received.    
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of December 27, 2016, (Exhibit 1). Ridgon motioned and McCarty seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Ridgon – Aye Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling–Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, and Rapp – Aye. Motion passed 6-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Fruhling-Voges gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .3%, 6-month rate .5%, and 12-month rate .6%. Gifford State Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .4%, 6 month .61%, and 12 month .6%.  Busey Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .01%, 6-month rate .01 %, and 12-month rate .01%.
Fruhling-Voges motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the following changes in the Village investments:


In the General Fund: 
· CD #17884 for $50,000 held at Gifford State Bank for 6 months will be cashed. A new 6-month CD in the amount of $50,000 will be purchased from Gifford State Bank; 

· CD #22358 for $125,000 held at Longview Bank for 6 months will be rolled.  

· CD #22360 for $50,000 held at Longview Bank for 6 months will be cashed; 

· CD #22357 for $125,000 held at Longview Bank for 6 months will be rolled for another 6 months; 
 In the Equipment Replacement Fund:

· CD# 22359 for $50,000 held at Longview Bank for 6 months will be rolled;   

In the Stormwater Fund:

· CD# 22347 for $70,000 held at Longview Bank for 3 months will be cashed.   A new 6-month CD in the amount of $70,000 will be purchased from Longview Bank; 
· CD# 54258 for $100,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; 

In the Community Building Fund:

· CD# 23117 for $217,395 held at Longview Bank for 6 months will be rolled for another 6 months; 
In the Sewer Depreciation Fund:

· CD # 22351 for $200,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; and 

· CD # 23151 for $25,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 3 months
Fruhling-Voges motioned and Rogers seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and Rapp seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT:  Susan Monte discussed additional cost of $1,700 tied to the additional work that the Village would like Monte to incorporate into the Zoning changes she is preparing.   Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to approve the additional charges to the contract amount.  Roll call vote was taken:  Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
MAYOR’S DESK:  Hackler led a lengthy discussion about assisting in the financing of a new residential development.   Items discussed included funding options, number of homes, and time limits.  The Village will look into this further.
COMMITTEE REPORTS AS FOLLOWS:
FINANCE:  Fruhling-Voges told the Board that RPC is offering 2 electronic recycling dates in 2017; May 20th and October 14th.  This will be one of the last chances to get rid of tube televisions. The cost for the Village to participate would be $1,679.  Gherna motioned and Rapp seconded to opt in to the RPC recycling plans at a cost of $1,679.  Roll call was taken:  Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, and Fruhling-Voges - Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
