MINUTES:  The minutes of December 22, 2015 will be approved at the next meeting.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of December 31, 2015 (Exhibit 1). Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling –Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Silver - Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Fruhling-Voges gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .3%, 6 month rate .5%, and 12 month rate .6%.   Gifford State Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .4%, 6 month rate .61%, and 12 month rate .6%.  Busey Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .01%, 6 month rate .01%, and 12 month rate .01%.   . Fruhling-Voges motioned and Silver seconded to approve the following change in the Village investments:

In the General Fund:  
· CD# 22358 for $ 125,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; 
· CD# 22360 for $50,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; 

· CD# 54265 for $150,000 will be cashed.  $25,000 will be put into the checking account.  A new 6 month CD for $125,000 will be purchased from Longview Bank.  


In the Equipment Fund:  

· CD# 51480 for $25,000 held at Longview will be cashed.   $25,000 will be added to this amount.   A new 6 month $50,000 CD will be purchased from Longview Bank; 


In the Stormwater Fund:

· CD# 54258 for $100,000 held at Longview will be rolled for another 6 months;

· A new 3 month $70,000 CD will be purchased from Longview Bank;


In the Motor Fuel Fund:
· A new 6 months $40,000 CD will be purchased from Longview Bank;


In the Sewer Depreciation Fund:
· CD# 22317 for $100,000 held at Longview Bank will be cashed;
· CD# 22301 for $100,000 held at Longview Bank will be cashed; and 

· One new 6 month $200,000 CD will be purchased from Longview Bank.  

Fruhling-Voges motioned and Silver seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Silver – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Silver – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
MAYOR’S DESK:   Hackler noted that the next CIMOA meeting will be held at Paxton on January 28, 2016.   The IML Director will be speaking at the meeting.  
Hackler noted that Comcast Direct Sales had objected to the peddler fee.  The Village Board stated that they were happy with the fee as it is now.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:  Daniel Thompson will be requesting a sign variance from the Zoning Board on February 18th.   He will be requesting a 2 sided 3*6 foot sign.   He would like to put the sign on the Village property as there is not much room on his property in front of his building.     There was much discussion regarding the feasibility, liability, possible cost to the Village, and precedence of placing the sign on Village property.  
FINANCE:  The annual goal setting meeting was discussed.   On February 23, 2016 at 6 pm will be the annual goal setting meeting.
SANITARY SEWER:  Rigdon noted that there lift station repairs are needed. 
PARKS & RECREATION:  Silver reported on the Parks Committee Meeting.  

· Football has requested that the Village look at extending the football field from 70 to 100 yards.   This is due to a new league that St. Joseph Youth Football is looking at joining.   
· Brady Smith from SJO requested feedback regarding putting up a scoreboard at Crestwood Park for SJO soccer.

· February 11th at 7 pm will be the annual spring sports meeting.   

PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Rapp gave a report on the monthly Sheriff’s report.   He noted that there was training time reported.  He had discussed this with the Sheriff’s office.   The Village will be charged for time that the deputy assigned to the Village has training.
