MINUTES:  The minutes of the Village Board Meeting held on January 10, 2017 will be approved at the next meeting.    
BILLS:   McCarty motioned and Gherna seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye; McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye; Rogers – Aye; and Rapp – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
MAYOR’S DESK:   A lengthy discussion took place regarding funding options for residential development including TIF districts.  The Board determined that they would like to hear from Jacob & Klein LTD, an economic development group.  Jacob & Klein have worked with communities in the area and are very familiar with the surrounding area.  Lierman will contact them to set up a meeting with the Board.  
FINANCE:  Rigdon motioned and Fruhling-Voges seconded to approve Resolution #2017-1 “A Resolution Establishing a Policy for Reimbursement of All Travel, Meal, and Lodging Expenses of Officers and Employees in the Village of St. Joseph, Illinois”. Roll call vote was taken: Gherna – Aye; McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye; Rogers – Aye; Rapp – Aye; and Rigdon - Aye.
Fruhling-Voges noted that the Village’s Goal Setting Meeting will be held as part of the Village Board Meeting on February 28, 2017.  She asked that Trustees bring their ideas with dollar amounts.   Also she requested that Board members prepare their budget items.
SANITARY SEWER:  Rigdon mentioned that the sewer plant needs repairs.  
PARKS & RECREATION:   Rapp motioned and McCarty seconded to approve a contract with Jamaica Pyrotechnics Inc for $5,000.  Roll call vote was taken: McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye; Rogers – Aye; Rapp – Aye; Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.
Rapp stated that February 21st would be a committee meeting with the sports groups.  
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Nothing to report.
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   Nothing to report.
STREETS & ALLEYS:  Gherna brought the request by a Lincoln Street vendor to have the Lincoln Street Market on Lincoln Street May 6, 2017.  They are hoping for 50+ vendors.   Gherna motioned and Fruhling-Voges seconded to approve the request.  Roll call vote was taken:  Fruhling-Voges – Aye; Rogers – Aye; Rapp – Aye; Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty - Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.

At 8:25, Gherna motioned and McCarty seconded to adjourn the meeting.
