MINUTES:  The minutes of October 25, 2016 were approved as received.    
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of October 31, 2016 (Exhibit 1). Ridgon motioned and McCarty seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Ridgon – Aye Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling–Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, and Rapp – Aye. Motion passed 6-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Fruhling-Voges gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .3%, 6 month rate .5%, and 12 month rate .6%. Gifford State Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .4%, 6 month .61%, and 12 month .6%.  
Fruhling-Voges motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the following changes in the Village investments:
In the General Fund:  
· CD#22333 for $80,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months (UPDATE as of 11.22.16, It was determined that the funds were needed so this CD was cashed); 

Fruhling-Voges motioned and Rigdon seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and Fruhling seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
PUBLIC PARTICPATION:    DeLuce gave an update on the last year with the Champaign County Visitor’s Bureau.  There has been significant growth in tourism in the past year.   
Trotter expressed concern regarding speeding on Douglas Street.  The Village Trustees discussed some options with Trotter regarding the problem.   
MAYOR’S DESK:  Nothing to report.
COMMITTEE REPORTS AS FOLLOWS:
FINANCE:  Nothing to report.
SANITARY SEWER:   Rigdon gave an update of some issues that have been discovered with the sanitary infrastructure.  The committee is working with the Village engineers to determine the extent of the problem, the projected cost of correcting the problem, and to assist with the interaction with the IEPA.
PARKS & RECREATION:    Rapp reported that he had a request for a park bench at Kolb Park as a memorial.   The committee will look into a standard for benches.  
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Nothing to report.
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   McCarty reported that there were approximately $6500 in repairs needed on the bucket truck.  McCarty motioned and Rigdon to approve the repairs.   Voice vote was taken.  Motion passed 6-0.
STREETS & ALLEYS:  Gherna reminded the Board that the open house for the Village Transportation Plan is tomorrow night at the Village Building from 5 - 7 p.m. 
Gherna and Hackler reported on the area of the Sidney Slab that is falling into disrepair.   This is the area that the Village and DD#6 had contracted with Duce Construction to put a tile in and to do the roadwork.   Hackler and Peters met with DD#6 regarding the issue.  Hackler will continue to follow-up on the issue. 
At 8:33, Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to adjourn the meeting.
