MINUTES:  The minutes of January 24, 2017 were approved as received.    
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of January 31, 2017, (Exhibit 1). Ridgon motioned and Rapp seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Ridgon – Aye Fruhling–Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, and Rapp – Aye. Motion passed 4-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Fruhling-Voges gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .3%, 6-month rate .5%, and 12-month rate .6%. Gifford State Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .4%, 6 month .61%, and 12 month .6%.  Busey Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .01%, 6-month rate .01 %, and 12-month rate .01%.
Rigdon motioned and Rogers seconded to approve the following changes in the Village investments:


In the General Fund: 
· CD #17899 for $50,000 held at Gifford State Bank for 6 months will be cashed. 
 In the Equipment Replacement Fund:

· CD# 17900 for $50,000 held at Gifford State Bank for 6 months will be cashed.   A new $50,000 6 month CD will be purchased from Gifford State Bank.   
In the Motor Fuel Fund:

· CD#23131 for $50,000 held at Longview for 6 months will be rolled for another 6 months; 

· A new $50,000 3 month CD will be purchased from Gifford State Bank;  
In the Sewer Depreciation Fund:

· CD # 23157 for $50,000 held at Longview Bank will be cashed; and

· A new $75,000 3 month CD will be purchased from Longview.   

Rigdon motioned and Rogers seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and Rapp seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Fruhling-Voges – Aye.  Motion passed 4-0.
CHAMPAIGN COUNTY FOREST PRESERVE:  Dan Olson from the CCFP updated the Board on the progress of the bike trail.  It is scheduled to be completed by July 2017.  The CCFP would like to have a ribbon cutting in St. Joseph in July.  Lierman presented the Village Board with Resolution #2 “Resolution Approving and Authorizing Execution of Intergovernmental Agreement By and Between the Village of St. Joseph and the Champaign County Forest Preserve District Concerning Property Maintenance”.  Rigdon motioned and Rapp seconded to approve the Resolution as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, and Rogers – Aye.   Motion passed 4-0.
Gherna arrived at 7:30.
MAYOR’S DESK:  Hackler gave some dates for upcoming events in the Village.  There has been a request to have an Antique Ford Show on Lincoln Street in the Village on August 5th.   Organizers expect to have 80-100 cars.   The Village Board looks forward to the Village hosting the event.
The 5K held in the Village will be held on July 29th. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS AS FOLLOWS:
FINANCE:  Fruhling-Voges reminded the Board that the annual goal Setting setting meeting will be held in conjunction with the 2nd meeting of the month.   Fruhling-Voges requested that the Trustees submit their goals in advance to Hendrickson so they can be compiled prior to the meeting. 

Fruhling-Voges gave an update on the two committee meetings that held been held since the last board meeting.   Last Thursday, February 9th, the Committee met with attorneys regarding TIF district information.  Tonight before the Board meeting, the committee updated the Board members that had not attended the previous meeting, on the TIF district information meeting.   
SANITARY SEWER:   Rigdon noted that flow meters will be put in on Orchard and Elm Street the first of March weather permitting.  
PARKS & RECREATION:    Rapp reported that there will be a committee meeting on February 21, 2017.  This will be the meeting when the summer sports organizations sign up for the facilities. 
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Nothing to report.
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   Nothing to report.
STREETS & ALLEYS:  Gherna reported that there will be a committee meeting Monday at 4:30pm.
