MINUTES:  The minutes of the Village Board Meeting held on January 10, 2017 and February 14, 2017 as well as the minutes for the Zoning Board Meeting held on February 16, 2017 were approved as presented.    
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye; Fruhling-Voges – Aye; Rogers – Aye; and Rapp – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION ZONING UPDATES:  Monte gave an update on the schedule of the Zoning Ordinance Update.  The Zoning Board meeting to discuss this issue will be held on Thursday, March 28th at 6 p.m.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:  Todd Hitt brought to the Board the request to vacate the James Street right-of-way west of Water Street.   Hitt was requesting to know if there were any strong concerns from Trustees regarding the vacating the property before they started the official process.  There were no objections at this time, so the Hitts will proceed with the requirements to have this considered by the Village.
MAYOR’S DESK:    Discussion took place the next steps that would need to be taken by the Village regarding the TIF district process.  The Board gave two dates that Board meetings were available to meet with the TIF advisor.  
FINANCE:  Fruhling-Voges gave an update on the Champaign County Regional Planning Commission.  Fruhling-Voges noted that budget work would begin soon.  
SANITARY SEWER:  The flow meters will be installed tomorrow. 
PARKS & RECREATION:   Rapp gave an update on the last sports and recreation meeting.   Rapp motioned and Gherna seconded to purchase wiring material for the baseball field at a cost of $4,800.  Voice vote was taken.  Motion passed 5-0.  Rapp reported that the low bid on the football field was from Cross Construction at $74,660.05.  Rapp motioned and Rogers seconded to approve the bid by Cross Construction.  Roll call vote was taken:  Gherna – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
Becker gave an update of other issues from the meeting.  Discussion took place regarding concerns from the St. Joseph Soccer Club regarding the adjacent baseball field.  After discussing the problem, it was determined that the Village would purchase a net to keep the balls on the baseball fields.

Becker discussed the options for summer camp.  Two options were having a camp in St. Joseph or transporting St. Joseph children to the Champaign County YMCA.   These options will be looked into in more depth at a later time. 

PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Nothing to report.
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   Nothing to report.
STREETS & ALLEYS:  Gherna reported on the Transportation Plan that the Village has contracted with Clark Dietz for.  He would like to see the Village move ahead on the plan.  
At 8:16, Gherna motioned and Rogers seconded to adjourn the meeting.
