MINUTES:  The minutes of February 28, 2017 were approved as received.    
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of February 28, 2017, (Exhibit 1). Ridgon motioned and Rapp seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Ridgon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling–Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, and Rapp – Aye. Motion passed 6-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Fruhling-Voges gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .3%, 6-month rate .5%, and 12-month rate .6%. Gifford State Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .4%, 6 month .61%, and 12 month .6%.  
In the General Fund: 
· CD #23137 for $30,000 held at Longview Bank for 6 months will be cashed. An additional $40,000 will be added to the proceeds to purchase a new 6 month CD from Longview Bank.
In the Sewer Fund:

· CD#23171 for $50,000 held at Longview for 3 months will be rolled for another 3 months; 

· CD# 22384 for $100,000 held at Longview for 3 months will be rolled for another 3 months; and
In the Sewer Depreciation Fund:

· CD # 22312 for $100,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months.
Fruhling-Voges motioned and Ridgon seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
ATTORNEY’S DESK:  Lierman told the Board that Susan Monte’s would be at the next meeting with her proposed changes to the zoning ordinance.  
MAYOR’S DESK:  Hackler reported on the committee meeting regarding the details of a proposed TIF district.  Hackler reported that it seemed to be a very effective way to take care of financial aspect of the infrastructure needs that there will be if the Village is to grow.  The Board discussed things that they liked and concerns that they had regarding the discussions last night.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS AS FOLLOWS:
FINANCE:  Fruhling-Voges reported that the Village’s membership fee to the Champaign County Regional Planning Commission for the next year will be $3,753 which is up from the prior year’s amount of $ 3,460.  Fruhling-Voges motioned and Rogers seconded to renew the membership for another year for a cost of $3,753.   Roll call vote was taken:  Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
SANITARY SEWER:   Rigdon reported that the flow meters are in place as scheduled. 
PARKS & RECREATION:     Nothing to report.
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Rogers reported that she had reached out to the Sheriff’s Department regarding the upcoming contract.   She will keep the Board up-to-date on the progress and if there are any significant changes.   She encouraged Board members to let her know if they have any concerns.
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   Nothing to report.
STREETS & ALLEYS:  Gherna gave an update on the progress of the draft of the Transportation Plan for the Village.  Gherna stated that by the next meeting that Clark Dietz should have the final modifications made to the Transportation Plan.
