MINUTES:  The minutes of March 8, 2016 will be approved at the next meeting.  
BILLS:  Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Silver – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
MAYOR’S DESK:   Hackler presented the intergovernmental agreement for contesting the IL-AWC agreement motion to the Board.  IL-AWC is requesting a 19.87% increase in rates.   St. Joseph would join other municipalities and cities in protesting this rate.  The total cost of the action will be $28,000.  The Village’s share is $770.60.  This was billed based on population.  Other municipalities involved in the action include Champaign, Urbana, Savoy, South Beloit, Philo, and Sidney.  Ridgon motioned and Rapp seconded to approve the agreement as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Silver –Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
Hackler reported that they had received the annual request from the Village Gardeners for funds.   Rigdon motioned and Silver seconded to approve the $2,500 budget.  Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Silver – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.
Hackler told the Board that the Gingers Market has requested to close Lincoln Street on May 21st from Main Street to Third Street.  They would like to have street vendors on that day.   Silver motioned and Gherna seconded to close Lincoln Street for the day.   Roll call vote was taken:  Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Silver – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and McCarty – Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:    Steve Lamb from Fusion Youth Ministries gave a presentation to the Board about a youth service project this summer.  He will be working with a team of approximately 300 – 350 volunteers working in the communities to improve residents’ homes.  He is requesting assistance in funding and advertising. 
Clifford Evans gave a presentation about a proposed Veterans Memorial.   The group presented drawings of the memorial.  They would like to put the memorial at the St. Joseph Community Park.  This will allow for parking for ceremonies.  Hackler requested that the Parks Committee work with the veterans to find an appropriate location at the park.  Peters will work with the Committee.
FINANCE:  Fruhling-Voges noted that budget work will begin next month.
SANITARY SEWER:  Rigdon noted that repair work 
PARKS & RECREATION:  Silver noted that there would be a committee meeting at April 12, at 6 p.m.
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:  Stephanie Joos, Champaign County Animal Control spoke to the Village about the services offered by the Department.  Funding for the Department includes: registration of animals, fines, and agreements with area communities.  Animal Control is required to investigate dog bites and dangerous animals whether or not the community contracts with Animal Control.
The cost for a year of animal control services from July 1, 2016 – June 30, 2017 is $2,365.  If the Village opts out of the agreement, the Village must let the County know 90 days in advance.
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   McCarty noted that he would be purchasing 3 new computers for the office. 
STREETS & ALLEYS:   Gherna gave a list of road projects costs from Clark Dietz.  He would like to look into this more before any kind of vote.
CLERK’S DESK:  Nothing to report.
OFFICE MANAGER:  Nothing to report.
VILLAGE ATTORNEY:  Nothing to report.
At 7:55, Silver motioned and Gherna seconded to adjourn the meeting.
