MINUTES:  The minutes of the Village Board Meeting held on March 14, 2017 as the minutes for the Zoning Board Meeting held on March 16, 2017 and March 28 were approved as presented.    
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Rigdon – Aye; Gherna – Aye; McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye; Rogers – Aye; and Rapp – Aye. Motion passed 6-0.

ZONING:  Lierman reported on the March 16, 2017 Zoning Board Meeting which Harper requested a variance to place a garage 8 feet from the property.   The Zoning Board voted to recommend to the Board that they grant the variance to allow the building to be placed 8 feet from the property line.  The vote was 4-0.   
Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to accept the recommendation and grant Craig Harper the variance requested.  Roll call vote was taken: Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
Lierman updated the Board on the March 28, 2017 Zoning Board Meeting regarding the combination of the Zoning Board of Appeals and Planning Commission.   The Zoning Board voted to recommend to the Board that they combine the Zoning Board of Appeals and the Planning Commission and adopt the Ordinances “Supplementing and Amending Title 2, 4, 10, and 11 of the St. Joseph Municipal Code in Connection with Establishing a Planning and  Zoning Commission.”  The vote was 4 – 0.  

Rigdon motioned and Rapp seconded to accept the Zoning Board’s recommendation and adopt the Ordinances “Supplementing and Amending Title 2, 4, 10, and 11 of the St. Joseph Municipal Code in Connection with Establishing a Planning and Zoning Commission.”  Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Fruhling- Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
Lierman noted that the first meeting of the new board will be held on April 20, 2017.

MAYOR’S DESK:    Hackler told the Board that the next CIMOA meeting would be held by Savoy on April 20, 2017.  He would encourage Trustees to attend.  
Hackler reported that the Church of Christ has requested that the Village close Sherman Street on May 6th for a street festival.  Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to approve the request.  Voice vote was taken.  Motion passed 6-0.0

FINANCE:  Fruhling-Voges reported that the new Village Personnel Manual was complete.  She will be reporting on the Finance Committee Meeting at the next meeting.   
SANITARY SEWER:  Nothing to report. 
PARKS & RECREATION:    Rapp brought a bid for the resealing and repainting of the basketball court at the Community Park.  Rapp motioned and Rigdon seconded to approve the bid from County Asphalt at $8,708.79.   Roll call vote was taken:  Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.
Rapp noted that various businesses in the Village were going to have bicycles to give away in conjunction with the opening of the bike trail.  
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Nothing to report.
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   Nothing to report.
STREETS & ALLEYS:  Gherna reported that the Transportation Plan was complete.  Gherna motioned and McCarty seconded to accept the Transportation Plan as presented.   Roll call vote was taken:  Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, and Fruhling-Voges – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
ATTORNEY’S DESK:  Lierman discussed with the Board areas to be included in the TIF district.   
At 7:37, Gherna motioned and Rogers seconded to adjourn the meeting.
