MINUTES:  The minutes of February 23, 2016 will be approved at the next meeting.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of February 29, 2015 (Exhibit 1). Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling –Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Silver - Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Fruhling-Voges gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .3%, 6 month rate .5%, and 12 month rate .6%.   Gifford State Bank rates were as follows: 3 month .3%, 6 month rate .5%, and 12 month rate .6%.  Busey Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .01%, 6 month rate .01%, and 12 month rate .01%.  Fruhling-Voges motioned and Silver seconded to approve the following change in the Village investments:
In the General Fund:  
· CD# 17735 for $ 75,000 held at Gifford Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; 

In the Equipment Fund:  

· CD# 17736 for $25,000 held at Gifford Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; and 

In the Motor Fuel Fund:

· CD# 22366 for $70,000 held at Longview will be rolled for another 6 months.
Fruhling-Voges motioned and Rigdon seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Silver – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Silver – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
MAYOR’S DESK:   Hackler asked the new businesses in town to introduce themselves.  Andy Wilsey introduced herself.  She is the owner of Kitchen and Bath, Furniture, as well as Main Street Mall.   She noted that there would be some updates at the Mall.   Melissa Siegel introduced herself as the owner of Clothing Store.   Fred and Stacy Cast introduced themselves as owners of Country Chics.  Ryan and Abbie Rogiers introduced themselves.  They will be opening a small bistro.  They will be able to seat about 45 and will serve locally grown food.
Dan Olson spoke about the Rails to Trails Project.   The first phase of construction will be from Urbana to Main Street, St. Joseph.  The second phase will be from Main Street, St. Joseph to the county line.   He noted that they are working on the Intergovernmental agreements for improvements to Kolb Park etc.   Discussion took place regarding the contents of the intergovernmental agreement.  A grant has been applied for sidewalk and infrastructure.  Hackler discussed the grant for the improvements to Kolb Park.  
FINANCE:  Fruhling-Voges is on the committee to replace Cameron Moore, Regional Planning Commission.   He leaves April first.   She also noted that the County is working on a grant for the senior transportation.  

SANITARY SEWER:  Rigdon noted that the Village will be purchasing a camera system.   The total purchase price for the camera will be $6000.  The purchase will be split 50/50 with the Stormwater Fund.
PARKS & RECREATION:  Clark Dietz gave a proposal of up to $1500 for designing the necessary changes for the football field.  
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Rapp reported on the monthly police report.   He noted that there were no obvious problems
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:  McCarty reported that the Committee looked at alternatives to burning.  They are very cost prohibitive.   The maintenance staff will try to burn the leaves the same day collected.  This should help with leaves getting wet and then being smoky when burning.   McCarty also reported that the lighting will be changed out at the Village Annex.

CLERK’S DESK:  Nothing to report.
OFFICE MANAGER:  Nothing to report.
