Others in attendance:  Tiffany McElroy-Smetzer, Village Clerk; Deb Routh, Village Treasurer; Mike Peters, Village Maintenance Superintendent; Julie Hendrickson; and Nora Maberry-Daniels, The Leader.
MINUTES:  The minutes of March 22, 2016 were approved as presented. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of February 29, 2015 (Exhibit 1). Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling –Voges – Aye, and Rapp – Aye.   Motion passed 5-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Fruhling-Voges gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .3%, 6 month rate .5%, and 12 month rate .6%. Gifford State Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .4%, 6 month .61%, and 12 month .6%.  Busey Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .01%, 6 month rate .01%, and 12 month rate .01%.   Fruhling-Voges motioned and Rigdon seconded to approve the following change in the Village investments:
In the General Fund:  
· CD# 55217 for $ 75,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; 
· CD#22328 for $175,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; 

· CD# 22321 for $50,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; 

In the Equipment Replacement Fund:
· CD# 22323 for $25,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; 

In the Stormwater  Fund:
· CD# 22347 for $70,000 held at Longview will be rolled for another 3 months.
· CD# 22332 for $25,000 held at Longview will be rolled for another 6 months;
In the Sewer Fund:

· CD# 51830 for $100,000 held at Longview will be cashed and a new 3 month CD will be purchased from Longview; and 

In the Sewer Depreciation Fund:

· CD# 53124 for $50,000 held at Longview will be rolled for another 6 months.

Fruhling-Voges motioned and Rigdon seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.   Motion passed 5-0.
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
MAYOR’S DESK:   Hackler noted that the next CIMOA meeting would be held on April 21st which is the same night as the Chamber of Commerce dinner.   Board members need to let Hendrickson know if they want to attend either.  
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:    Doug Dahl is building a new house on an existing foundation on Green Street.  He spoke to the Board about the required setbacks.  Hackler, Lierman, and Suits will work with Dahl to address his concerns.
Dan Olson from the Champaign County Forest Preserve reported on the progress on the Rails to Trails project.    Lierman presented the Board with the Resolution #2016-1 which is an intergovernmental agreement.  Rigdon motioned and Fruhling-Voges seconded to approve the agreement as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty - Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.  Olson indicated that the estimated opening date for the trail would be May 21, 2017.
The St. Joseph Veterans were at the meeting.   They had met with Peters and found a spot that was agreeable to everyone for the Veteran’s memorial at the St. Joseph Community Park.  Gherna motioned and Rapp seconded to approve the placement of the memorial at the park.   Roll call vote was taken:  Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye, and Fruhling-Voges - Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
FINANCE:   Fruhling-Voges set a committee meeting for Tuesday, April 19th Tuesday at 6:30.  The agenda will be working on the budget and discussing personnel.  Fruhling-Voges noted that the Regional Planning Commission would be having an electronics recycling.  They are requesting a $713 payment.  Roll call vote was taken: Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, and Rapp - Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
SANITARY SEWER:  Rigdon presented the Board with a Resolution approving an agreement between the Village of St. Joseph Metro-Ag for the disposal of residuals generated from its wastewater treatment facility.  Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to enter into the contract.   Roll call vote was taken: Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, and Rapp - Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
Rigdon also reported that there are problems with the Grand Avenue and Elm Street lift station as well as the northwest cell.  
Rigdon brought a bill from Berg Tanks for service last year.   They had not billed us.  The bill was $10,600.   Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to approve payment of the bill.   Roll call vote was taken:  Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, and Rapp - Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
PARKS & RECREATION:    Gherna brought the fireworks contract for the St. Joseph Community Festival to the Board for approval.  The contract is for $5,000.  Gherna motioned and Fruhling-Voges seconded to approve the contract as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:   Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Rapp reported on the Animal Control.  He also gave the Board a summary of the monthly Sheriff’s report. 
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   McCarty reported that the office computers had been updated with 3 new dell computers. The prior working computers will be used at other locations in the Village. 
STREETS & ALLEYS:  Gherna reported that the Committee had met regarding the proposed extension of the IGA parking lot between the IGA and the mini mall.   Hackler will follow up with Todd Woods, IGA owner.  . 
Also noted at the meeting was the poor condition of the 2nd Street behind the IGA.  The Committee will look into this.    

The committee also looked into different options for road repair.  The 3 areas they looked at were as follows:   Main Street from Prospect Street to Sherman Street, 5th Street from Warren Street to Evergreen Street, as well as micro-sealing 7th Street from Lincoln Street to Warren Street.  He would like to continue to look at these issues.  
Gherna reported that Clark Dietz had let him know that the MFT Resolution needed an addendum of $36,529.   Gherna motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the addendum to the MFT Resolution.  Roll call vote took place: McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna - Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
CLERK’S DESK:  Nothing to report.
OFFICE MANAGER:  Nothing to report.
