MINUTES:  The minutes of March 22, 2016 and April 12, 2016 were approved as received.  
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Silver – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
MAYOR’S DESK:   Hackler told the Board that there would be an issue coming before the Board in the near future regarding lot sizes on Third Street.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:    Greg Knott spoke to the Board regarding some ideas for the Veterans Memorial that is being worked on. Knott will continue to work on the ideas.
FINANCE:   Fruhling-Voges reported on the April 19, 2016 Finance Committee Meeting.  She presented the Board with a Salary Schedule for the FY17 budget year.  Also presented were the Benefits for Full Time Employees.   Fruhling-Voges motioned and Rigdon seconded to approve the Salary Schedule as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Silver – Aye, and Rigdon - Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
Fruhling-Voges motioned and McCarty seconded to change the probationary period for employees from 90 days to 180 days.   Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Silver – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
SANITARY SEWER:  Rigdon noted that there were problems at the sewer plant.  A new part has to be ordered.  It is approximately $21,000.
PARKS & RECREATION:   Nothing to report.  
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Rapp reported that in the monthly Sheriff’s Summary, there were reports of 2 dog bites. 
Rapp also reported on the Safe Schools Grant progress.  The Village needs to approve the application for the grant for sidewalks.  Rigdon motioned and Rapp seconded to approve the submission of the grant application.   Voice vote was taken.  Motion passed 6-0.

BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:    McCarty discussed the background for the equipment purchases that the committee wanted to make.   
For the new tractor, McCarty reported on the bids received.   They are as follows:  Case $66,500 and John Deere $76,285.77.    McCarty noted that the cost to the Village would be reduced to $51,800 due to the trade-in of the John Deere 4710 ($13,500) and  trade-in of the bush hog ($1,200).  McCarty motioned and Rigdon seconded to approve the purchase of the Case with the 2 trade-ins for a cost of $51,800.  Roll call vote was taken:   Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Nay, Silver – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty - Aye.  Motion passed 5-1.

McCarty reported that he had received a quote of $4,800 for the new blade.  There would be a $300 credit for the trade-in of the old blade.   Mccarty motioned and Rigdon seconded.  Roll call vote was taken:  Rapp – Nay, Silver – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, and Fruhling-Voges -Aye.  Motion passed 5-1.

STREETS & ALLEYS:  Gherna reported that he had two items for the Board to act on. 

Gherna reported that he had received bids for sidewalk repairs.   They were as follows:  Rick’s $23,459.20, Duce $43,365.00, and Cross $52,527.92.  Gherna motioned and Rigdon seconded to approve Rick’s Tractor Service’s bid of $23,459.20.   Roll call vote was taken:   Silver – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, and Rapp - Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.

Gherna reported on bids that he had received for road repair.  They were as follows:  Duce $71,880 and Cross $73,062.76.   Gherna motioned and Silver seconded to approve the bid from Duce of $71,880.  Roll call vote was taken:  Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Silve - Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.

OFFICE MANAGER:  Nothing to report.
VILLAGE ATTORNEY:  Nothing to report.
