MINUTES:  The minutes of May 10, 2016 were approved as presented.     
St. Joseph Municipal Electric Aggregation Program:  Reg Ankrom gave an overview of the aggregation agreement that Joe Lierman had negotiated on the Village’s behalf.   Ankrom stated that Simec Energy had negotiated with Constellation Energy for a rate of $5.75/Kilowatt for the Village Residents through June 2017.  All residents have the ability to opt out of the agreement at any time.  
Zoning Ordinance and Village Zoning Map Review Update:  Susan Monte gave an update on the schedule for the final draft.  This should be done by the end of June.   Then she would suggest that the Village allow a full 4 months of public hearings and input.  This would make October 30, 2016 the final date to accept the report.   Rigdon motioned and Fruhling-Voges seconded to accept the amendment to change the date to October 30, 2016.   Roll call vote was taken.  The vote was 6-0 in favor of the change.   

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:    Jason Kofoot requested an update on the changing the football field at the Community Park.  Silver will notify Kofoot when Clark Dietz provides the plan.   

VILLAGE ATTORNEY:  Behnke gave an overview of the property that he has recently purchased.   He is requesting to split the approximately 3.39 acres.   He noted that he wanted two lots and to build a house on each lot. He would also be moving the driveway for the properties from 150 to the county road for both properties.   Lierman presented the Board with a resolution for the property owned by Richard Bennie to waive subdivision requirements.  His property is just east of the Glover Bridge on the south side of the road.  Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to approve the resolution waiving the subdivision requirements for the Village. Roll call vote was taken:  Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Silver – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
BILLS:  Fruhling-Voges motioned and Silver seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Silver – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.

SANITARY SEWER:  Nothing to report. 
PARKS & RECREATION:  Silver gave update on the Parks & Recreation committee meeting.   There are three groups wanting to use the parks for exercise in the mornings.   The committee did not have enough information to make a decision.   The committee also worked with some options for the football field.   
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Rapp reported on the Sheriff’s Office for the month of April 2016.   It seems that they are enforcing the out of date stickers.  He also gave an update on his plan to gather facts for the animal control situation.
