MINUTES:  The minutes from April 20, 2017 Planning Zoning Commission were approved as presented.   
MAYOR HACKLER’S DESK:  Hackler read Tami Fruhling-Voges’ letter of resignation to the Village Board.  She is resigning her Trustee position effective immediately.  Hackler then gave an overview of the changes that have taken place over the last 46 years that he has served the Village.  He received a standing ovation.  
OATH OF OFFICE:   McElroy-Smetzer administered the oath of office to newly elected Trustees Rogers, Rigdon, Gherna, and Rapp as well as newly elected Village President (Mayor) Fruhling-Voges. 
MAYOR FRUHLING-VOGES’S DESK:  Fruhling-Voges stated that she needed to make the appointments for the upcoming four years.  

Fruhling-Voges recommended Tiffany McElroy-Smetzer for Village Clerk.  Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to appoint McElroy-Smetzer as Village Clerk for four years.   Voice vote was taken.  Motion passed 6-0.

Fruhling-Voges recommended Debbie Routh as Village Treasurer.  Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to appoint Routh as the Village Treasurer for four years.  Voice vote was taken.  Motion passed 6-0.

Fruhling-Voges recommended retaining the current Village Attorney Joe Lierman for the next four years. Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to appoint Lierman as Village Attorney for the next four years.  Voice vote was taken.  Motion passed 6-0.

Fruhling-Voges recommended Clark Dietz as the Village Engineers.   Rigdon motion and Gherna seconded to appoint Clark Dietz as the Village Engineers for the next four years.  Voice vote was taken.  Motion passed 6-0.

Fruhling-Voges recommended Anthony Laubscher to replace her Trustee vacancy for the remaining 2 years.  Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to appoint Anthony Laubscher as a Village Trustee to fill Fruhling-Voges Trustee vacancy for the next two years. Voice vote was taken.  Motion passed 6-0.

McElroy-Smetzer administered the oath of office to newly appointed Trustee Laubscher.
Fruhling-Voges asked McElroy-Smetzer to read her first proclamation.  McElroy-Smetzer read a proclamation celebrating the accomplishments of Mayor Hackler. 
Fruhling-Voges brought forth the idea of renaming Crestwood Park for Mayor BJ Hackler as a token of the Village’s appreciation for his 46 years of service.  Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to direct Lierman to draft the appropriate documents.  Voice vote was taken:  Motion passed 6-0.

Fruhling-Voges passed out a listing of the new committee assignments. 

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of April 30, 2013(Exhibit 1). Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented. Roll call vote was taken:   Rigdon – Aye, Gherna– Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, and Rapp - Aye.  Motion passed 6-0. 
INVESTMENT REPORT: Fruhling-Voges assisted Rogers (the new Finance Committee Chair) gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .3%, 6 month rate .5 %, and 12 month rate .60%.  Gifford State Bank 3 month rate .4% 6 month rate .61%, 12 month rate .6%.  Busey Bank did not submit a bid for CDs.  
Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the following changes in the Village investments:
· In the Motor Fuel Fund, CD # 18013 for $50,000 for 3 months at Gifford will be rolled for another 3 months; and  
· In the Sewer Depreciation Fund, CD #23181 for $75,000 held at Longview will be cashed.  

Roll call vote was taken:  Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp– Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and Gherna   seconded to approve the payroll and General Corp, Motor Fuel, Sewer Fund and Stormwater bills. Roll call vote was taken: McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers - Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye. Motion passed 6-0.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:   The Village Gardeners gave a presentation on the appreciation of Mayor Hackler’s support of the program.  
Tim Johnson, former legislator gave a presentation regarding his appreciation of Mayor Hackler’s support, knowledge, and insight. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS ARE AS FOLLOWS:  

FINANCE:   Fruhling-Voges assisted Rogers on the Finance Committee report.   She updated the Board on the progress of budget for the next fiscal year. 
SANITARY SEWER:  Rigdon reported that the surplus of water had the expected results on the sewer plant. 
PARKS & RECREATION:  
Rapp reported that work had begun on the football field improvements.  Fruhling-Voges reported that the Village had received the grant for new bathrooms at Kolb Park.   Kolb Park will be the trail head for the Kickapoo Rails to Trails trail.  
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:     Rogers introduced Allen Jones.  Jones introduced Mark Maidens, the current deputy assigned to the Village.  Jones gave a background of the relationship between the Champaign County Sheriff’s Department and the Village of St. Joseph.   He explained how the amount of the contract was calculated which includes: salary, retirement, deputy training, as well as sick, vacation, and overtime pay.  Allen explained not only does St. Joseph have a dedicated officer for at least 7 hours each day.   The Village also receives coverage as part of the county.  He noted that he did not feel that the Village had a crime problem.   The new 3 year contract is for approximately 3.5% over the current contract. 
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:  Nothing to report.
STREETS & ALLEYS:  Nothing to report.
CLERK’S DESK:  Nothing to report
ATTORNEY’S DESK:  Nothing to report.
