MINUTES:  The minutes of May 9, 2017 and May 23, 2017 will be approved at the next meeting.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of May 2017, (Exhibit 1). Ridgon motioned and Rapp seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Ridgon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, and Rapp – Aye. Motion passed 6-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Fruhling-Voges gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .3%, 6-month rate .5%, and 12-month rate .75%. Gifford State Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .4%, 6 month .61%, and 12 month .6%.  Busey Bank rates were as follows: 3 month .0%, 6 months .01%, and 12 months .01%.   
In the General Fund: 
· CD #17962 for $ 50,000 held at Gifford State Bank for 6 months will be cashed. A new CD will be purchased with the proceeds for Gifford.
· A new 6 months $60,000 CD will be purchased from Longview.  

In the Stormwater Fund: 

· CD# 17963 for $ 50,000 held at Gifford State Bank for 6 months will be cashed.  A new CD will be purchased with the proceeds from Gifford. 

In the Sewer Fund:

· CD# 23171 for $50,000 held at Longview for 3 months will be cashed.  A new $20,000 will be added to the proceeds for a new 3 month $70,000 CD will be purchased from Longview; and  

· CD# 22384 for $100,000 held at Longview for 3 months will be rolled for another 3 months.
Rogers motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.   Motion passed 6-0.
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION: Dan Apart expressed concern regarding the speed on Grand Avenue between Sportsman’s Club Road and the Community Park.  His concern is the safety of the children. He would like to have someway to lower the speeds on that section of road.   Several options were discussed.   The Public Safety and Streets & Alleys committees will follow up on this.

Greg Millage spoke to the Board concerning his frustration regarding the process of the TIF District.  Trustees expressed concern regarding lot size, house prices, lack of information regarding the proposed development, and lack of financial information.  They also discussed that there is a new board member and a new mayor.   Not all Board members had received all the same information so whatever discussions have taken place in the past did not reflect the full Board’s input.  Lengthy discussion took place regarding the specifics of the TIF and the proposed development.  
MAYOR’S DESK:    Fruhling-Voges reported that an ice cream vendor has contacted her regarding operating in the Village. She discussed that she feels that this would be a good time to work on the Village’s food truck policy.   The Finance Committee will follow up on this.  
Fruhling-Voges reported on follow-up on the research for website maintenance.   She has spoken with other Villages regarding some of the companies that were recommended to her.  Fruhling-Voges will follow-up on the options. 

The fall garage sales will be September 8, 9, and 10th.

BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   McCarty discussed problems with the Municipal Building air conditioning.   The parts are under warranty but there will be an estimated $500 labor charge.

STREETS & ALLEYS:  Gherna reported that he and Fruhling-Voges are working with a home owner regarding a path from the bike trail to Kolb Park.     Gherna requested that Lierman look at an ordinance regarding bidding on large projects. 
ATTORNEY’S DESK:  Lierman presented the Board with the Prevailing Wage Ordinance.  Rigdon motioned and Laubscher seconded to adopt the Ordinance.  Roll call vote was taken:   Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
At 9:15, Laubscher motioned and Gherna seconded to adjourn the meeting.
