MINUTES:  The minutes of May 24, 2014 were approved as is.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of May 31, 2016 (Exhibit 1). Silver motioned and Fruhling-Voges seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Rapp – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty - Aye Fruhling –Voges – Aye, and Silver – Aye.   Motion passed 5-0.
INVESTMENT REPORT: Fruhling-Voges gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .30%, 6 month rate .50 %, and 12 month rate .60%.  Gifford State Bank 3 month rate .40%, 6 month rate .61%, 12 month rate .60%.   Busey 3 month rates were as follows: 3 month .01%, 6 month .01%, and 12 month .01%.  
Fruhling-Voges motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the following changes in the Village investments:
In the General Fund: 
· A new $50,000.00 CD will be purchased from Gifford State Bank for 6 months.  Another new $50,000.00 CD will be purchased from Longview Bank for 6 months. 
In the Sewer Fund:
· CD # 22384 from Longview Bank for $100,000 will be rolled.  
In the Sewer Depreciation Fund:
· CD #17793 for $50,000 held at Gifford State Bank will be cashed
In the Storm Water Fund:
· CD # 17702 for $50,000.00 held at Gifford State Bank will be rolled.
Roll call vote was taken:  Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fru-Voges – Aye, Silver – Aye, and Rapp – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.

BILLS:   Silver motioned and Gherna seconded to approve the payroll and General Corp, Motor Fuel, Sewer Fund with the exception of the Jack Flash economic incentive reimbursement held for further review. Roll call vote was taken: McCarty - Aye Fruhling–Voges – Aye, Silver – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.   Motion passed 5-0.

MAYOR’S DESK:  Hackler discussed the Rail for trails program and the possibility of having asphalt put in place from Second Street up to Main Street instead of the Limestone chips.  Dan Olson provided a cost analysis for the asphalt which is approximately $9500.00 dollars.  Hackler asked Olson if he thought the Champaign County Forest Preserve District would be willing to go into an agreement with the Village since the Village Public works crew has been mowing and maintaining their property for years.  Dan Olson said he didn’t know if the Champaign County Forest Preserve Board would be willing to do this but he would take it to them at their next board meeting which is Thursday, June 16, 2016 at the Homer Lake Facility. 
Dan Olson will get back to the Village Board with the decision from the County Board.  Olson also mentioned that they are hoping to hear back from IDNR regarding the grant for Kolb Park improvements by September 2016.
FINANCE:  Fruhling-Voges presented the budget with the changes made from the last committee meeting.  Fruhling-Voges also passed out to the board the cash balance comparisons dating back from 2008 to 2016 budget year.  Fruhling-Voges also mentioned that we have balanced the budget but we will most likely have an amended budget if the board decides to do additional street work.  This money will come from our investment monies.  This will be determined before the Appropriation Ordinance is passed. Roll call vote was taken:  Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Silver – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
SANITARY SEWER:  Nothing to report
PARKS & RECREATION:  Silver had the preliminary drawing from Clark Dietz, Inc regarding the changes to the football field.  Silver stated that he has been in touch with the football board and they were going to have a meeting to discuss the field and its changes.  Silver has not heard back from the football board.
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Rapp mentioned that he stopped by Champaign County Animal Control to see Stephanie Joos in regards to the Counties changes of the fees.
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:    McCarty reported that the new 2015 CIH Farmall 100 C tractor was delivered on Tuesday, June 14, 2016.
STREETS & ALLEYS:    Gherna motioned and McCarty seconded motion The sidewalk in front of the Methodist Church is to be replaced by Rick’s tractor service for $2423.60 and this money will be paid from the Gen Corp fund. Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Silver – Aye, Rapp– Aye, and Gherna – Aye.    Motion passed 5-0.
Gherna motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the contract from Champaign County Asphalt to put asphalt on Seventh Street, Hollyridge and Western Court in the amount of $11,867.19. This money will come from MFT. Roll call vote was taken:  Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Silver – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye.    Motion passed 5-0.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:   
  Mike McKinney a longtime resident of St Joseph came with concerns from the ball diamond out at the St Joseph Community park. The diamonds with the concerns are diamond #2 & 3.  Mike and his wife were out at the field last Thursday night, June 9, 2016 watching their granddaughter playing ball when his wife was hit in the leg with an over thrown ball and was hurt.  Mike’s concern was that the netting and fence do not come together and it is dangerous.  Mike presented pictures of the field in question so that the board could see exactly what their concerns are.  He is also very frustrated because when this happened no one from the team who threw the ball came to check on his wife to make sure that she was okay. Mike’s wife is concerned because had this been a small child playing in the area it could have hit the child in the head and been extremely dangerous.  Mike’s wife has a large contusion on her leg and had to go to the Dr. to make sure that it was not forming into a blood clot.

 Mike also had words with one of the coaches on the team because his attitude was, “You are in a ball diamond area and accidents can happen.” Mike asked the coach which league his girls are playing for and his response was a Champaign Team Select.  Mike is frustrated because it is not even a team for St Joseph using our field, but a team from a different community.  Victoria and Julie both said that they were not aware of a Champaign Team using the field at this time.  Victoria and Julie both expressed that it was actually a St. Joseph team that had the field reserved for that night.  Mike would like to at least get his money back from the team’s insurance to take care of the medical expenses that he and his wife accrued.  Victoria and Julie will see if we can figure out exactly who was on the field that night and respond back to Mike with this information.
OTHER: Hendrickson reported that she needs to place a help wanted ad in the Leader for a crossing guard.
