Mayor Fruhling-Voges called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all present.
Roll call was taken.

PROCLAMATIONS:  Mayor Fruhling-Voges presented the St. Joseph-Ogden High School Girls Softball Team and the St. Joseph-Ogden High School Boys Baseball Team with Proclamations congratulating them on their 2nd Place finishes at State.  
MINUTES:  The minutes of the Village Board Meeting held on May 9, 2017; May 23, 2017; and June 13, 2017 are approved as amended. 
BILLS:   Gherna motioned and McCarty seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Rigdon – Aye; Gherna – Aye; McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye; Rogers – Aye, and Rapp - Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.

MAYOR’S DESK:    Fruhling-Voges reported that Champaign County Housing Authority (CCHA) would not be in attendance tonight in regards to the Abbeyfield property.  Lierman and Fruhling-Voges are working with the CCHA regarding the property.
Ankrom from SIMEC reported that he had received three bids on the energy.  The best bid for energy was at 4.85 cents per kilowatt hour from Mid America.  Rigdon motioned and Laubscher seconded to accept Mid America’s bid of 4.85 cents per kilowatt hour. Roll call vote was taken:  Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
Fruhling-Voges reported that Champaign-Urbana was voted the #1 food destination in Illinois by the Midwest Living magazine.  

Fruhling-Voges reported that the website is up and running.  It is being fine tuned at this time.   Hendrickson will be getting quotes from the vendor that Savoy and Mahomet use.   Fruhling-Voges likes the way that their websites look.  
Fruhling-Voges reported on the possibility of Christie Clinic leaving the Village.  She has been meeting with representatives of Christie to determine ways to make it viable for them to stay in the Village.  Rogers will follow-up on the situation. 
Fruhling-Voges reported on the IML Statehouse Update. 

COMMITTEE UPDATES:  
FINANCE:   Rogers reported that there needs to be some clarification between being on-call and call-back hours in the employee handbook.  The Finance Committee will follow-up on this. 
Rogers has reported that she has been in contact with Champaign County Regional Planning Commission regarding economic incentives for businesses.  She will have them come to a Village Board meeting to speak regarding their knowledge of economic interests. 

SANITARY SEWER:  Ridgon reported on some repairs that he would like to make.  He also has a meeting that he would like the two sanitary sewer operators to attend on July 27, 2017.
Fruhling-Voges reported that she would like to have a meeting with the Sewer Committee and Streets and Alleys Committee to meet with Clark Dietz regarding estimates for storm and sanitary sewer improvements.  This is especially important in light of the possible TIF district. Rigdon requested that all Trustees come to the meeting. 
PARKS & RECREATION:    Nothing to report.
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   McCarty reported on the air conditioning and other equipment repairs.  
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Laubscher reported on the Champaign County Sheriff’s contract.  The increase is 3%.  Laubscher motioned and Rigdon seconded to enter into the contract with Champaign County.  The cost is as follows: 

· From August 1, 2017 to July, 31, 2018: the Village will pay the Sheriff $471 per day for this patrol, and a special detail overtime rate of $70.40/hour.
· From August 1, 2018 to July, 31, 2019: the Village will pay the Sheriff $487.50 per day for this patrol, and a special detail overtime rate of $72.80/hour.

· From August 1, 2019 to July, 31, 2020: the Village will pay the Sheriff $505.00 per day for this patrol, and a special detail overtime rate of $75.40/hour.

Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
Discussion took place regarding dogs running at large. 

Discussion took place regarding the speed lowering options for the St. Joseph Community Park near the entrance.  Laubscher will continue looking at options with Lierman and Clark Dietz. 
STREETS & ALLEYS:  Gherna reported that he had 3 quotes for roadwork at Balsam and Park Streets.   The three bids are Cross $20,567.95, Rick’s Tractor Service $13,291.12, and Fuetz $10,400.  Gherna motioned and Laubscher seconded to accept Fuetz’s bid of $10,400.  Roll call vote was taken:  Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.
Gherna reported that he had attended the Freedom of Information Act training.   He found this very informational and highly recommended for other Board members to take the training.  

Fruhling-Voges followed up on this with noting that Board Members need to complete the online training for the Freedom of Information Act and the Open Meetings Act on the Illinois Attorney General’s website. Fruhling-Voges requested that Board members give a copy of their completion certificate to the Village Office for their records.  

Lierman urged Board members to err on the side of caution.  
ATTORNEY’S DESK:  Nothing to report. 
At 8:43, Laubscher motioned and Gherna seconded to adjourn the meeting.
