MINUTES:  The minutes of April 25, 2017 and June 27, 2017 were approved as presented.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of June 30, 2017 (Exhibit 1). Ridgon motioned and Laubscher seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Ridgon – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, and Rapp – Aye. Motion passed 5-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Rogers gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3-month .3%, 6-month rate .5%, 9-month rate .50% and 12-month rate .75%. Gifford State Bank did not provide interest rates.  Busey Bank rates were as follows: 3-month 1.06%, 6 months 1.16%, 9 months 1.23%, and 12 months 1.34%.   
In the General Fund: 
· CD #22299 a 12-month CD for $ 125,000 held at Longview will be cashed. A new CD will be purchased with the proceeds from Busey Bank for 12 months; 
· CD #17996 a 6-month CD for $ 50,000 held at Gifford will be cashed. A new CD will be purchased with the proceeds from Busey Bank for 6 months; 

· CD #22358 a 6-month CD for $ 125,000 held at Longview will be cashed. A new CD will be purchased with the proceeds from Busey Bank for 6 months; 

· CD # 22357 a 6-month CD for $ 125,000 held at Longview will be cashed. A new CD will be purchased with the proceeds from Busey Bank for 6 months; 

In the Equipment Replacement Fund: 

· CD# 22359 a 6-month CD for $ 50,000 held at Longview Bank will be cashed.  A new 6-month CD will be purchased with the proceeds from Busey Bank;
In the Stormwater Fund: 

· CD# 23177 for $ 70,000 held at Longview Bank for 6 months will be cashed.  A new 6-month CD will be purchased with the proceeds from Busey Bank; 

· CD# 54258 for $100,000 held at Longview Bank for 6 months will be cashed.  $25,000 of the proceeds will be deposited in the Village checking account.  The remaining $75,000 will be used to purchase a 9-month CD from Busey Bank;  
In the Community Building Fund: 

· CD# 23117 for $ 217,395 held at Longview Bank for 6 months will be cashed.  A new 6-month CD will be purchased with the proceeds from Busey Bank; 

In the Sewer Depreciation Fund:

· CD# 22351 for $200,000 held at Longview for 6 months will be cashed.  A new 3-month CD will be purchased with the proceeds from Busey Bank; and  

· CD# 23197for $40,000 held at Longview for 3 months will be cashed.  A new 3-month CD will be purchased with the proceeds from Busey Bank;
Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.   Motion passed 5-0.
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to pay the bills except for the A.J. Station’s invoice. Roll call vote was taken:  Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and McCarty – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
Laubscher announced that he had a conflict of interest in the next motion and that he would be abstaining from the vote.  He then left the room for the duration of the vote and discussion.  Ridgon motioned and Rogers seconded to approve the A.J. Station’s invoice.   Roll call vote was taken: Rogers – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, McCarty – Aye, and Laubscher – Abstain.   Motion passed 4 Ayes with 1 abstention.  

PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION: Monte discussed the upcoming Public Hearing before the Planning and Zoning Commission on July 20, 2017.  The agenda is: Review of Village of St. Joseph Zoning Ordinance Update Draft Zoning Ordinance dated 6/20/2017.  Monte will adjust the Proposed Town Center District as requested by the Mayor and Trustees.  These changes will be made in time to be voted for on at the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting.  

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:  Campbell talked to the Board about his purchase of property along the railroad and First Street.  He stated that he is requesting the Board’s opinion of changing the Zoning for the property to allow duplexes and commercial.   Trustees and the Mayor stated that they needed to look at the property before they can even discuss their issues.  Campbell stated that he did not expect the Board to make any decisions right away.  He will provide better maps to Hendrickson for distribution to the Board. 
MAYOR’S DESK:    Fruhling-Voges noted that she was very thankful for the fire department.  They do a very good job for the Village and community. 
Fruhling-Voges also noted that the next CIMOA meeting will be held in Monticello on Thursday, July 20th.  Trustees need to RSVP to Hendrickson by Thursday.  The program will be discussion of Monticello Boot Camp program, a business and entrepreneurial training program for local communities.

Fruhling-Voges noted that the electrical aggregation discussed at the last meeting met with some problems.   Due to time constraints and contract issues, the Village will go with Constellation again versus Mid America as discussed at the last meeting.  This will be a 12-month extension of the Constellation Agreement at 4.88%.  Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to approve Constellation for electrical aggregation versus Mid-America as previously discussed.   Roll call vote was taken:  Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, and Rogers – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
Fruhling-Voges discussed the Village website.  She encouraged Board members to look at Savoy’s and Mahomet’s websites.   She would like to discuss this further at the next meeting. 
Fruhling-Voges noted that the IML Conference will be held from Sept 21 – 23.  Trustees need to let Hendrickson know as soon as possible if they will be attending.
Fruhling-Voges reported that the State budget was approved.  It appears that the only negative aspect to the Village will be 2% collection fee for the Village’s share of sales tax.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS AS FOLLOWS:
FINANCE:  Rogers reported that her committee met earlier tonight.  They discussed the mobile food truck program.   They decided that they needed to get updated programs to look at before moving forward.   The committee also discussed economic incentives and fixed the ambiguous personnel manual language.
SANITARY SEWER:    Ridgon reported that the flow reports have been completed but that he has not had a chance to examine them yet. 

PARKS & RECREATION:     Rapp reported that the Village had received complaints regarding foul balls on fields 2 and 3 at the Community Park.  Rapp reported that a net can be added to improve safety.  The net is expected to be in the range of $500.   Rapp also reported that the work to finish the Hackler Park sign will be up to $500.  Mosquito abatement for the community festival was also discussed.  Rapp motioned and Laubscher seconded to approve: Purchasing the net for the ball diamonds at a cost not to exceed $500; Completion of the Hackler Park sign at a cost not to exceed $500; and to provide mosquito abatement for the community festival if necessary at a cost not to exceed $2,500.  Roll call vote was taken: Ridgon – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, and Rapp – Aye. Motion passed 5-0.
