APPOINTMENT OF VILLAGE BOARD TRUSTEE:   Hackler noted that due to Silver moving from the community, there is a vacancy on the Village Board.  Hackler has met with the Vacancy Committee of the Republican Party.  He is recommending that Suzanne Rogers be appointed to the position.  Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to appoint Rogers to fill Silver’s term until the next election.  Roll call vote was taken:  Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, and Fruhling-Voges – Aye.  Motion passed 4-0.
SWEARING IN OF NEW TRUSTEE:  McElroy-Smetzer swore in newly appointed Suzanne Rogers as Village Trustee.  Hackler welcomed Rogers to the Board.  
MINUTES:  The minutes of   June 28, 2016 were approved as received.    
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of June 30, 2016 (Exhibit 1). Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling–Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rigdon – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Fruhling-Voges gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 months .3%, 6-month rate .5%, and 12 month rate .6%. Gifford State Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .4%, 6 month .61%, and 12 month .6%.  Busey Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .01%, 6 month rate .01%, and 12 month rate .01%.   
Fruhling-Voges motioned and Rogers seconded to approve the following changes in the Village investments:
In the General Fund:  
· CD# 22299 for $ 125,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 12 months; 
· CD#22358 for $125,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; 

· CD# 22360 for $50,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; 

· CD# 22357 for $125,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; 

· A new 6 month $50,000 CD will be purchased from Gifford State Bank; 

In the Equipment Replacement Fund:
· CD# 22359 for $50,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for another 6 months; 

In the Stormwater  Fund:
· CD# 22347 for $70,000 held at Longview will be rolled for another 3 months.
· CD# 54258 for $100,000 held at Longview will be rolled for another 6 months;

In the Community Building Fund: 

· CD# 22297 for $50,000 held at Longview will be cashed.  These proceeds along with $167,395 (proceeds from the closing on the property on Meadow Drive) will be used to purchase a new 6 month CD for $217,395 from Longview Bank.  

In the Motor Fuel Fund:

· CD# 22349 for $40,000 held at Longview will be cashed;
In the Sewer Depreciation Fund: 

· CD#22391 for $100,000 held at Longview will be cashed; and

In the Sewer Depreciation Fund:

· CD# 22351 for $200,000 held at Longview will be rolled for another 6 months.

Fruhling-Voges motioned and Rogers seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.   Motion passed 5-0.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:  Brady Smith, Asst Principal at SJO discussed plans for moving the football practice field to Orchard Street.  He explained that the High School would like to put a fence on the Village right-of-way as the field would not be big enough without the extra feet.   Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to direct Lierman to draft an intergovernmental with the SJO High School regarding the property along Orchard Street.  Roll call vote was taken: Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
The Village asked Smith what the High School intended to do with the properties that they are purchasing along Main Street.   They noted that they hoped it would not be a gravel lot as they consider Main Street entrance into the Village as one of the most attractive.  Smith stated that the High School wanted to work with the Village regarding the appearance on North Main Street.
Cory and Melissa Swanson spoke to the Board about the plans for a property on the south end of the Village.   They will come back to the Board when their plans are more final.  
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Rogers – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye; McCarty – Aye, and Fruhling-Voges – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.

MAYOR’S DESK:   Hackler noted that the next CIMOA meeting would be held in Gibson City on Thursday, July 21st.  Board members should RSVP with Hendrickson as soon as possible. 
Hackler reported that the Village had been given a check from Gifford State Bank.  The employees have a Friday Fundraiser.  This month they donated the proceeds ($300) to the Village.
FINANCE:  Fruhling-Voges reported on the changes to the Employee Manual made by the Finance Committee and the Village Attorney.  The manual with the changes have been reviewed by a labor relations attorney.  Fruhling-Voges asked that Board members review the manual and let her know of any concerns. 
SANITARY SEWER:  Nothing to report.
PARKS & RECREATION:    Gherna reported that Public Health is requiring new screens for the concession stands at the Community Park.   Only one bid was received for the screens.  The bid came from Concept Til’ Creation.  The bid was for $830.  Gherna motioned and Rigdon seconded to accept this bid.  Roll call vote was taken:   Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, and Rogers - Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
Fruhling-Voges reported on the fencing.  She received a bid from AMCO Fence Co.   The fencing will be the same as larger diamond except with a higher fence along the first base and 3rd base line.  The bid is $23,580. SK did not update their bid when contacted.  Their 2014 bid for fencing the diamond but with only a 4-foot fence on the 1st and 3rd base line was $31,975.  Fruhling-Voges motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the AMCO bid of $23,580.   Roll call vote was taken: Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling–Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rigdon – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.

PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Nothing to report.
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   Nothing to report.
STREETS & ALLEYS:   Gherna has a bid for stormwater repairs around Fourth and Grand Avenue.   The bid is from Duce in the amount of $ 11,000.  Gherna motioned and McCarty seconded to accept the bid.  Roll call vote was taken:   McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.   Motion passed 5-0.
VILLAGE ATTORNEY:   Lierman presented the Prevailing Wage Ordinance.  Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to approve the Ordinance as presented.   Roll call vote was taken: Fruhling–Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, and McCarty – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.

At 9:00, Fruhling-Voges motioned and Gherna seconded to adjourn the meeting.
