MINUTES:  The minutes of the Village Board Meeting held on July 11, 2017 as well as the July 20, 2017 Planning and Zoning Commission are approved as presented. 
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Rigdon – Aye; Gherna – Aye; McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye; and Rogers – Aye.  Motion passed 5 - 0.

MAYOR’S DESK:    Fruhling-Voges has requested that the Rogers and Gherna look at the proposed website and offer their recommendations at the next board meeting.  

Fruhling-Voges reported on the CIMOA meeting held at Monticello.  She said that there was an interesting program.  It was about a boot camp for new businesses.  She also showed the Board a pamphlet from Monticello which was a Shopping & Dining Guide.  

Fruhling-Voges requested that Board members let Hendrickson know whether they intended to attend the IML Conference.     
COMMITTEE UPDATES:  
FINANCE:    Rogers discussed the proposal from the Champaign County Regional Planning Commission (RPC) regarding the development of an Economic Development Plan for the Village.   They offered 3 options:  

1) Provide a Comprehensive Listing of Economic Incentive Programs    Cost: Approximately $500
2) Provide a Basic Economic Development Plan   Cost: Approximately $3,100; and 

3) Provide a Comprehensive Economic Development Plan Cost: Approximately $8,600

She noted that the cost does include a deduction of 30 hours of Planner II’s which amounts to approximately $1,400 due to the Village being a member of the RPC.     Rogers requested that Trustees look at the proposal and that she would bring it up for discussion at the next meeting                                                                                                                                                                                                                                          


PUBLIC HEARING for VILLAGE APPROPRIATIONS:  The Public Hearing opened at 7:07.   Rogers read the current year Appropriation Ordinance.  There was no public comment.  The Public Hearing closed at 7:08. 

Rogers motioned and Rigdon seconded to approve the Ordinance as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
SANITARY SEWER:  Rigdon reported that Fisher had been working on obtaining a proposal to improve safety at the Village sewer department.   Fisher obtained a proposal from Grey & Associates for a facility audit, written programs, purchase recommendations, and training for $3,500.  All Trustees agreed that anything to improve the safety for the Village employees would be beneficial.   Rigdon motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the proposal as presented.   Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
PARKS & RECREATION:    Fruhling-Voges reported that Rapp had requested that she follow-up on the mosquito treatment for the Village.  Peters reported that he had received a bid from Spring Green fogging for the entire Village of $1,200. Laubscher questioned if there were other bids.  Peters noted that there were no other companies in the area that did entire villages and that Spring Green did many other villages in the area.  Laubscher is going to check to see if there are other companies that perform this service.   Peters also reported that the granules that are used for the park before the festival are $1,150.  Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to approve to approve the mosquito fogging for the entire village at a cost not to exceed $1,200 and to purchase the granules for the park to be used before the community festival.   Roll call vote was taken:  Laubscher – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna -Aye, and McCarty – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
Fruhling-Voges also followed up on Rapp’s question regarding netting at the softball/baseball diamonds.   Peters reported that the nets had been ordered.  
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   McCarty reported that the air conditioning at the Village Annex was not working well.  He is in the process of getting quotes to replace it. 
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Laubscher referenced a letter from Allen Wall about the football field at the Community Park.   Laubscher will follow up with Wall.
STREETS & ALLEYS:  Gherna brought up a map of signs that would be placed in downtown St. Joseph for the bike trail.  Discussion took place regarding the signs.  It was noted that the Board did not want the signs attached to the decorative light poles. 
At 7:43, Laubscher motioned and Gherna seconded to adjourn the meeting.
