MINUTES:  The minutes of July 26, 2016 were approved as received.    The Board also approved retroactively approved all minutes for 2016 that were not previously approved. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of July 31, 2016 (Exhibit 1). McCarty motioned and Gherna seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling–Voges – Aye, and Rogers – Aye. Motion passed 4-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Fruhling-Voges gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .3%, 6 month rate .5%, and 12 month rate .6%. Gifford State Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .4%, 6 month .61%, and 12 month .6%.  Busey Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .01%, 6 month rate .01%, and 12 month rate .01%.   
Fruhling-Voges motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the following changes in the Village investments:
In the General Fund:  
· CD# 17735 for $ 75,000 held at Gifford State Bank will be cashed.   A new 6 month CD for $50,000 will be purchased from Gifford; 

In the Equipment Replacement Fund:
· CD# 17736 for $25,000 held at Gifford State Bank will be cashed.  The additional $25,000 from CD# 17735 in the General Fund will be added to this $25,000 to be used to purchase a new 6 month $50,000 CD from Gifford State Bank; and
In the Motor Fuel Fund:

· CD# 22366 for $70,000 held at Longview will be cashed.   A new 6 month CD in the amount of $50,000 will be purchased from Longview. 
Fruhling-Voges motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: McCarty – Aye, Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.   Motion passed 4-0.
BILLS:   Fruhling-Voges motioned and Rogers seconded to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote was taken:  Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Gherna – Aye; and McCarty – Aye.  Motion passed 4-0.
PUBLIC PARTICPATION:  Discussion took place regarding a 40 acre tract being purchased by Mark Pflugmacher on County Road 1700N.  Mr. Pflugmacher has requested that the home site be subdivided from the farm land and that the Village waive their subdivision requirements.   
McCarty motioned and Fruhling-Voges seconded to approve Resolution 2016-3 “RESOLUTION WAIVING REQUIREMENTS OF TITLE 11, SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS (Mark W. Pflugmacher).  Roll call vote was taken:  Rogers – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, and Fruhling-Voges – Aye.   Motion passed 4-0.
RAILS TO TRAILS:  Dan Olson gave an update of the progress of the trail.  He also noted that the Rails To Trails will have a booth at the St. Joseph Community Festival.   There will also be an open house held in the Village in the near future to answer Village residents’ questions regarding the trail.  There was also discussion took place regarding the maintenance agreement between the Forest Preserve and the Village.  
MULTI-FAMILY DEVELOPMENT UPDATE:  The Swansons presented updated information to the Board about the proposed development.   The Village also updated the Swansons on the next steps that would need to be taken.  

MAYOR’S DESK:  Hackler noted that the Village has had a request to allow a “Little Free Library” to be constructed.   The Village liked the idea and had no problems with this idea.   The Board felt that the library should be built on the homeowner’s property to avoid damage while plowing snow and to deter vandalism.  Hackler will notify the requestor. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS AS FOLLOWS:
FINANCE:  Fruhling-Voges reported on changes made to Employee Manual.   Fruhling-Voges motioned and Gherna seconded to change Section 6.620 Paragraph D so the leave time accrual time will be coinciding with the calendar year.   Roll call vote was taken:  Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Fruhling–Voges – Aye, and Rogers – Aye. Motion passed 4-0.

Fruhling-Voges motioned and Gherna seconded to approve the Resolution # 2016-4 “RESOLUTION APPROVING REVISED VILLAGE OF ST. JOSEPH EMPLOYEE’S PROCEDURES AND POLICIES MANUAL, August 9, 2016.”  Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Fruhling–Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, and Gherna – Aye.   Motion passed 4-0.
Fruhling-Voges requested that Hackler meet with the High School regarding what would be happening to the property on Main Street.
SANITARY SEWER:  Peters reported that the repairs on the sewer plant came in lower than projected.
PARKS & RECREATION:    Becker gave an update on Summer Daze.   There was only 1 week of camp this year. There were 10 campers. Becker is looking into other options for the next year.   
Becker reported on the sports meeting.   The soccer clubs are not having scheduling problems this year.   The soccer club using the Community Park has requested placing a storage building at the location.   Baseball is very excited to start using the new baseball field at the community park.  Peters and Fruhling-Voges will continue to keep the baseball people updated.
Becker also reported on the Village website.  She is aware that the website is not updating.   The IT person is working on a solution.  

Becker reported that she has a person that wants to use the Village building on a regular basis.   Becker wanted to know how the fee would work for that situation.  

Hackler brought the contract with the Christmas decorations to the Board.   It is a 3 year contract and the cost will be $2,483.38 per year.     Gherna motioned and McCarty seconded to approve the contract as presented.   Roll call vote was taken:  Fruhling-Voges – Aye, Rogers – Aye, Gherna – Aye; and McCarty – Aye.  Motion passed 4-0.
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Rogers reported that the Village has been treating the ponds for mosquitoes.

Rogers reported that Savoy, Mahomet, as well as St. Joseph will continue to use Lee Hockersmith for animal control.   
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:   McCarty reported that there will be some repair bills for equipment.   McCarty has been working with the maintenance staff to investigate options to burning.  
STREETS & ALLEYS:   Nothing to report.
