MINUTES:  The minutes of August 22, 2017 were approved as presented.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of August 2017.  Rigdon motioned and Laubscher seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, and Rapp – Aye. Motion passed 5-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Rogers gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .5%, 6-month rate, .75%, 9-month rate .75% and 12-month rate 1.00%. Gifford State Bank rates were as follows: 3 month .4%, 6 months .61%, 9 months .50%, and 12 months .60%.   Busey Bank rates were as follows: 3 month 1.06 %, 6 months 1.46%, 9 months 1.23%, and 12 months 1.34%. 
In the General Corp Fund: 

· CD# 23187 a 6 month CD for $ 70,000 held at Longview Bank will be cashed.  A new 6 month CD will be purchased from Busey Bank in the amount of $145,000.  This is funded with the $70,000 proceeds from the CD# 23187 as well as an additional $75,000;  

In the Sewer Fund: 

· CD# 23108, a 3 month CD for $70,000 held at Longview Bank will be cashed.  A new 3 month $70,000 CD will be purchased from Busey Bank; 
· CD# 22384, a 3 month CD for $ 100,000 held at Longview Bank for 3 months will be cashed.  A new 3 month $100,000 CD will be purchased from Busey Bank; and   
In the Sewer Depreciation Fund:

· CD# 22312, a 6 month CD for $ 100,000 held at Longview Bank for 6 months will be cashed.  A new $100,000 3 month CD will be purchased from Busey Bank.  
Ridgon motioned and Laubscher seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.   Motion passed 5-0.
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to pay the bills as presented.   Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna– Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION:   Fruhling-Voges reported that the next Planning and Zoning Commission would be meeting held on Thursday September 17, 2017.
AUDIT REPORT:  Karen Bojda from Kemper CPA Group summarized the Audit Report.  The Village received an unqualified audit report which is the best report to obtain.    She noted that there were two findings in the audit report.  They are related to segregation of duties and financial preparations.  There is also a second letter with lesser issues which have or are being addressed by the Village.  
MAYOR’S DESK:    Fruhling-Voges reported on the upcoming Autumn Fest that will be held on Saturday, August 16th from 12 – 5 pm.  There will be inflatables, bags contest, and local businesses showcased. 
Fruhling-Voges reported on the bike trail opening.  It was a very successful opening.  Fruhling-Voges noted that she has seen many bikes in the Village.  It has been noted that the Village needs bike racks.  The Forest Preserve has loaned the Village bike racks until the Village obtains their own.   
Fruhling-Voges noted that the Planning & Zoning Commission will have a public hearing regarding the changes in the Zoning Ordinance on September 21, 2017.

Fruhling-Voges reported that the SJO Homecoming Parade would be Friday October 22, 2017 at 5 p.m.

Fruhling-Voges reported that the new IML risk management contract.  
Fruhling-Voges noted that the State has changed the limits for the bidding process from $20,000 to $25,000.  

Fruhling-Voges reported that the Park Dedication for Mayor B.J. Hackler was very nice.

COMMITTEE REPORTS AS FOLLOWS:
FINANCE:  Nothing to report.
SANITARY SEWER:    Rigdon reported that the flow report has been completed but had not yet been analyzed.  The safety report is still being worked on.  
PARKS & RECREATION:  Fruhling-Voges reported that the Kolb Park engineering report had not been completed.  Rapp attending two Champaign County Regional Planning Commission meetings regarding the bike trail.  He reported that they talked about bike sharing as a possible future idea.
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:  McCarty reported that the new furnace and air conditioning in the Village Annex.  The dump truck is being repaired.  
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Nothing to report.
STREETS & ALLEYS:  Gherna reported that he wanted to have a committee meeting regarding bump outs and speed bumps.  
ATTORNEY’S DESK:   Lierman reported that the State has increased the minimum amount of Public Works projects from $20,000 to $25,000.  Also, if the Board approved by 2/3 vote, they can authorize a contract without bid advertisement.  Lierman suggested the Board adopt an ordinance about the bidding process.
