MINUTES:  The minutes of the 9.21.17 Planning & Zoning Commission meeting and 9.26.17 Village Board meeting were approved as presented.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Routh gave the Treasurer’s Report as of September 30, 2017.  Rigdon motioned and Laubscher seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, and Rapp – Aye. Motion passed 5-0.

INVESTMENT REPORT: Rigdon gave the Investment Report.  Longview Bank rates were as follows:  3 month .5%, 6-month rate, .75%, 9-month rate .9% and 12-month rate 1.00%. Gifford State Bank rates were as follows: 3 month .4%, 6 months .61%, 9 months .50%, and 12 months .60%.   Busey Bank rates were as follows: 3 month 1.06 %, 6 months 1.16%, 9 months 1.23%, and 12 months 1.34%. 
In the General Corp Fund: 

· CD# 55217 a 6 month CD for $ 75,000 held at Longview Bank will be cashed;  
· CD#22328 a 6 month CD for $175,000 held at Longview Bank will be cashed;

· CD# 22321 a 6 month CD for $50,000 held at Longview Bank will be cashed;

· A new 6 month CD for $250,000 of the proceeds will be purchased from Busey Bank;  

· A new 3 month CD for $40,000 of the proceeds will be purchased from Busey Bank; and 

· The remaining $10,000 will be added to the cash reserves;
In the Equipment Replacement Fund: 

· CD# 23147, a 6 month CD for $25,000 held at Longview Bank will be cashed.  A new 3 month $25,000 CD will be purchased from Busey Bank; 

In the Stormwater Fund: 

· CD# 22334 a 12 month CD for $50,000 held at Longview Bank will be cashed; 
· CD# 22332, a 6 month CD for $ 25,000 held at Longview Bank will be cashed; and

· A new 6 month CD for $75,000 will be purchased from Busey Bank;   

In the Sewer Depreciation Fund: 

· CD# 76878, a 3 month CD for $200,000 held at Busey Bank will be rolled for another 3 months; and 
· CD# 17149, a 3 month CD for $ 40,000 held at Longview Bank will be rolled for 3 months. 
Ridgon motioned and Gherna seconded to approve the investments as presented.  Roll call vote was taken: Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.   Motion passed 5-0.
BILLS:   Rigdon motioned and Laubscher seconded to pay the bills as presented with the exception of the AJ’s Station bills.   Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna– Aye.  Motion passed 5-0. 
Laubscher left the meeting.  Rigdon motioned and Gherna seconded to pay the AJ’s Station bills as presented.   Roll call vote was taken:  McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Abstain, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, and Gherna– Aye.  Motion passed 4-0 with 1 abstention.  Laubscher returned to the meeting. 
MAYOR’S DESK:    Fruhling-Voges read the Village Proclamation regarding Halloween.  The official trick-or-treat hours will be October 31st from 5:30 to 8 p.m. 
Fruhling-Voges reported that the IML sent a briefing regarding the State cutting $300 million from Illinois Department of Transportation budget for FY 2018.

Fruhling-Voges reported that the next CIMOA meeting will be held on October 19, 2017 at the Arcola Masonic Lodge.  Please RSVP to Hendrickson by October 16, 2017.

Fruhling-Voges gave thanks to the SJO soccer team.  They had requested a community service project.  They worked at Kolb Park.  They painted picnic tables and equipment, raked the leaves, and weeded the flower gardens.  The park looks great.  Fruhling-Voges expressed her appreciation for a job well done. 

Fruhling-Voges reported that she and Rapp attended the annual IML meeting.  Rapp reported that he had attended many sessions including sessions on TIF Districts.   It was very informative.   Fruhling-Voges stated that she also attended many sessions and found them very informative.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS AS FOLLOWS:
FINANCE:  Gherna reported that he and Rogers had looked at Govoffice.com for the Village website.  Gherna reported that the committee recommends govoffice.com for the Village website at a cost of $1,430 annually.  Gherna and Laubscher seconded to contract with govoffice.com for the Village website.  Roll call vote was taken: Laubscher – Aye, Rapp – Aye, Rigdon – Aye, Gherna –Aye, and McCarty – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.
SANITARY SEWER:    Rigdon reported that the flow report was received in the office this afternoon.  Copies will be made for the Sewer Committee.  There was not time to review it before tonight’s meeting. 
PARKS & RECREATION:    Rapp reported that the committee is looking at fees for the Sports Complex.   They are looking at increases to offset some costs.  He stated that they were not looking at a huge increase. 
Rapp told the Board that the Kolb Park map Trustees received today is the draft plans for upgrades. 
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY:   Laubscher reported on the committee meeting.  They looked into golf cart ordinances and reducing the speed limits in residential neighborhoods.
Laubscher motioned and Rigdon seconded to send notice to Champaign County Animal Control to terminate the agreement with the Village.  Roll call vote was taken: Rigdon – Aye, Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, and Rapp – Aye.  Motion passed 5-0.

BUILDINGS & GROUNDS:  Gherna reported that he had 2 bids for sidewalk repair work at 401 E. Sherman Street and 705 E. Lincoln Street.  The bids were for 114,000 square feet.  The two bids were from Rick’s Tractor Service at $2,163.75 and Cross Construction at $3,827.90.  Gherna motioned and Laubscher seconded to accept Rick’s Tractor Service bid of $2,163.50.  Roll call vote was taken:  Gherna – Aye, McCarty – Aye, Laubscher – Aye, Rapp – Aye, and Rigdon – Aye.  Motion passed 6-0.

At 7:46, Laubscher motioned and Gherna seconded to adjourn the meeting.
